BLAST Zone Safety Rules:
At the end of BLAST, children are to wait inside for their parent(s) or guardian to pick them up.  We want to protect the children from any accidents that may occur from lack of supervision . . . especially in the parking lot.

BLAST General Information:
BLAST will help your child to learn about God and reinforce positive moral standards.  Here are some things to remember to help your child have a great time:

1. Arriving on time will help give as much time for BLAST as possible.

2. Verses are passed when recited to a BLAST volunteer within the last 10 minutes of BLAST (Once passed, a small piece of candy will be rewarded)

3. No more than 2 helps per verse can be given by a volunteer in order to receive a reward for the verses.

4. Parents, please do your best to explain the meaning of each memory verse.  You will find children memorize more quickly if they understand what they are memorizing.  If you want to confirm the meaning of a verse with your child’s leadership team, please give us a call or send us an email.  We are willing to help!  (Contact information can be found on the last page)

5. Your child can receive awards for many different things:
i. Bringing their Bible – Candy Chest
ii. Memorizing the Verse – Candy Chest
iii. Following the Rules – Candy Chest
iv. Bringing a Friend – Prize Box

v. Birthdays – Prize Box

6. It is good to keep an eye on our calendar because we have themes for BLAST Nights.  Please make note of the special crazy dress up nights.

BLAST Service Rules:
1. Keep your seat in your seat
2. Keep your lips zipped

a. Until you are called upon or otherwise told

3. Keep your hands and your feet to yourself

Discipline:
BLAST participants are called to order by the use of HANDS UP HANDS DOWN.  Once hands are down their lips should be zipped and attention should be focused on the speaker.

If an individual child is overly disruptive, they are given a THREE CHANCES warning.  If the behavior continues, the second of the THREE CHANCES warnings will be given as well as a loss of certain privileges, such as receiving prizes from the Prize Box or the Candy Chest.  If there is a third offense, the child will lose part of game time or be removed from the group activity, and taken aside for a short time-out.  At this time, the Team Leader will determine if the behavior warrants contacting the child’s parents.

Attendance:

BLAST meetings will be held on Wednesday nights from 6:30 pm to 8:00 pm.
